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II. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Task Force Meetings 
Twice annually, a task force of representatives comprised of mobilehome owners, 
mobilehome park operators, local enforcement agencies, and the California Legislature 
is convened to provide input to the California Department of Housing and Community 
Development (HCD) on the Mobilehome Park Maintenance (MPM) inspection program. 
Your valuable input helps HCD identify goals and priorities. The task force works 
collaboratively to resolve issues. HCD appreciates member participation, and the 
valuable feedback received supports improvements to MPM operations. 

MPM Inspections 
HCD is committed to protecting the health and safety of mobilehome park owners and 
residents and conducts MPM inspections to ensure compliance with the applicable laws 
and regulations. MPM inspections include the park’s general areas, buildings, 
equipment, and utility systems, as well as lots and the exteriors of manufactured homes 
and mobilehomes. 

HCD’s goal each year is to inspect at least five (5) percent of mobilehome parks that  
fall under HCD’s enforcement responsibility, which is currently equivalent to 
184 mobilehome parks. 

Common Violations 
MPM violations are separated into two categories: park violations and resident 
violations. 

The most common park violations between January 1, 2022, and December 31, 2022, 
included: 

• Gas meters not supported 
• Exposed live parts 
• Lot equipment not accessible 

The most common resident violations between January 1, 2022, and 
December 31, 2022, included: 

• Accumulation of garbage, rubbish, or other combustible material 
• Missing, damaged, unanchored awning/carport supports 
• Storage cabinet constructed less than three (3) feet from lot line 

Breakdown of violations identified between January 2022 and December 2022: 

• 17,786 total resident violations 
o 14,932 corrected and 2,854 uncorrected 

• 6,040 total park violations 
o 5,022 corrected and 1,018 uncorrected 
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Active Park Workload 
HCD continues to maintain enforcement responsibility for 81.6 percent of mobilehome 
parks and approximately 87 percent of the lots across the state. 

• There are 5,190 parks in the state with active PTOs; of which 4,474 are MPs. 
The remaining 716 are SOPs. 

• There are 452,311 active lots in the state; of which 388,228 are MP lots and 
64,083 are SOP lots. 

• There are 4,236 active parks under HCD authority; of which 3,646 are MPs. The 
remaining 590 are SOPs. 

• There are 341,464 active lots under HCD authority; of which 295,954 are MP lots 
and 45,540 are SOP lots. 

• The average number of lots in an MP is 87. 
• The average number of lots in an SOP is 90. 

Park PTO Suspensions 
As of December 31, 2022, there were 37 MPs and four SOPs under suspension, 
compared to 53 MPs and three SOPs in the 2021 Calendar Year (CY). 

MPM Inspections Carried Over From 2021 
There were 102 MPM inspections initiated in 2021 that continued into 2022. 

III. PROGRAM ACTIVITY 

Overview 
Between January 1, 2022, and December 31, 2022, HCD inspected 197, or 
5.35 percent of mobilehome parks, including 29,011 mobilehome park lots.
