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Dear California Enterprise Zone Administrators and Interested Parties:
The Department of Housing and Community Development Enterprise Zone Program has been notified by the Cities of Lancaster and Palmdale, that they have discontinued accepting applications for the Hiring Tax Credit for the former Antelope Valley Enterprise Zone.  In order to ensure that eligible area businesses have the opportunity to apply for and receive hiring tax credits they have earned, HCD has assigned a Third-Party Agent to process these requests.   

The Merced County Department of Workforce Investment has been designated as the sole Agent for the receipt and processing of applications and the issuance of Hiring Tax Credit Voucher Certificates for the former Antelope Valley Enterprise Zone, effective September 1, 2014, through December 31, 2014.  Those applications which have been submitted prior to this will continue to be processed and voucher certificates issued by the former vouchering agent.
