· Attachment A, Annual Program Income Statement name an format was modified to emulate the Quarterly Program Income Statement.  Information from all four quarters must be reported on the new Annual Program Income Statement.

· Attachment F, Section 3 is now required to be filed for construction activity contracts each year from award until all project completion reports have been filed.  This applies to all HOME activities, except tenant based rental assistance and first-time homebuyer program activities (FTHB infill new construction is required to file.

You are required to complete and return the first page of the report and the Fair Housing, Attachment H.  State Recipients are also required to submit the Audit Certification, Attachment G, Compliance with OMB Circular A-133  even if there is no activity in your contract for the reporting period (e.g., because the expenditure deadline has passed) and even if you did not receive or disburse any program income.  The Department will apply performance penalties during the rating and ranking of your next application for late or missing APR reports.
The APR forms must be e-mailed in our office by July 17, 2009; except for the Section 3 Report, which must be received in our office by July 31, 2009.   If you have any questions, please contact your HOME representative.

Appraised Value of Donated Land or Other Real Property:  Includes permanently contributed property acquired with non-federal sources and donated or sold at below its market value.  Property acquired with federal sources can provide Match only under certain circumstances.

Applicable Amount of Bond Financing:  For single-family (1-4 units), 25% of the face value and for multifamily (5+ units), 50% of the face value of certain loans, such as CalHFA or Rural Gold, made for HOME-eligible housing can be credited as match.
